4. The fourth reflective entry requires you to reflect on the importance of sustainability (economic, environmental, and social) in the workplace, either for your current career (i.e., your part-time or casual job) or future career (the industry where you see yourself working when you finish your studies). The importance of understanding Aboriginal culture in Australia. From the knowledge you have gained through 
this course, how does having greater awareness of Aboriginal culture relate to business and society? 
Way of making sense: Useful conceptual background might come from the segment of the course which discusses culture and society, and being professional.

Reflective writing records the writer’s thoughts about individual learning and experience. Whenever you use ideas from a source, reference them using the UniSA version of the Harvard Guide
